Arrival Times 
Please arrive prior to 9.15am. 
 
Food and Drink 
No food or drink items are permitted to be brought into the centre. All drinks for infants and babies must be in sealed 
plastic bottles. Soft drinks are available for purchase from the vending machines. Tea, coffee and cold-water 
facilities are available. 
 
Money and Property 
No money or property is permitted to be brought into the visits area for prisoners. Money orders can be posted into 
the centre or funds may be deposited via the Secure Payment Services website. Property can be posted in only after 
the prisoner has been granted approval for the property. A credit card may be brought in to purchase drinks form the 
vending machine. 
 
Directions 
Take Exit 69 (the Surfers Paradise/Nerang North exit) off the Pacific Motorway and turn right at the Price Street 
intersection (this road will become Nerang-Murwillumbah Road). Travel along this road for approximately 
30kilometres, following the signs toward Natural Bridge. Drive approximately 3 kilometres through the Numinbah 
Valley until a one lane bridge over Nixon Creek., The driveway to the centre is to the right immediately after the 
bridge. Proceed through the boom-gate, over the creek and veer right at the fork and go up the hill. Tthe parking 
area is on the right hand side. The visit area is on the opposite side of the road from the car park.
